As | took the pile of Valentines out of the box, the orphans
were stunned that so many children cared about them to make
such lovely cards with personalized notes inside. Those of us
that knew both Czech and English went around helping them
translate the letters. Some of the Czech youth were very
excited to get a chance to use their English skills to not only
read the cards, but to write return notes, too!

In addition to colored paper, markers and glue | purchased in
the CZ, the orphans were able to make return Valentines
because some loving people sent American Valentine supplies
for the orphans to use. They had cartoon cards, paper doilies,
ribbon, hundreds of stickers, and all the trimmings. It was a site
to see!

After making their Valentine creations, we played a game of
Valentine BINGO. The theme was 1 Corinthians 13, which tells
us that Love is patient, kind, loves truth, endures, etc. The kids
were pleased to be learning more English, and to win Valentine
prizes direct from the U.S.! It was a marvelous day, and God’s
love was magnified in their lives.

I'm glad my awareness of their
situation has improved so | can relate to
the kids better and show them the love
they deserve.
